Information Security and Software Engineering M.S. Coming to SMHEC
The George Washington University proposes to begin an M.S. in Engineering Management with a Focus in Information Security and Software Engineering at SMHEC in Spring 2009. The proposal has been approved by the SMHEC Board of Governors and is pending approval by the Maryland Higher Education Commission. Engineering Management, Information Security and Software Engineering is an interdisciplinary curriculum, designed for professionals in high-technology organizations. Skills and perspectives required for 21st century enterprises are covered so that graduates have the ability to manage and engineer solutions for highly networked organizations in a knowledge-based economy. In a large Survey of 202 technology companies done by SMHEC in Spring 2008, survey responses included requests for degrees in software engineering and in information security for these engineers to meet their career goals and update their technical skills. The need for this program was  also ascertained through interviews and meetings with supervisory personnel at the Pax River base and with managers at the technology companies providing services to the base. Information security and assurance are being mandated across 200 laboratories at the Patuxent River Naval Air Base according to the Information Technology Management Council as of August 2008.

The 12 courses in the degree program include: Managing the Protection of Information Assets and Systems; Auditing, Monitoring, and Intrusion Detection for Information Security Managers; Applied Data Mining in Engineering Management; The Management of Technical Organizations; Management of Information & Systems Security; Object-Oriented Analysis & Design; Program & Project Management; Information & Software Engineering; Elements of Problem Solving and Decision Making for Managers; and Database Design and Database Management Systems, plus others in systems engineering and engineering management.

 
The SMHEC campus is located at 44219 Airport Road, in the Wildewood Technology Park, California Maryland. All of the classes for the academic programs are presented at the Center, including 47 Master’s degrees and four doctorates in engineering and education, with a fifth Executive Leadership Doctoral Program set to start in Spring 2009 from GWU, also.
