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Harrisburg University to Provide New Masters at SMHEC

New  Formats for Learning Technology and Systems Engineering and Management Degrees coming to SMHEC

Harrisburg University was recently approved by the Maryland Higher Education Commission to present a Master of Science in Learning Technology (LTMS) and a Master of Science in Information Systems Engineering and Management (ISEM) at the Southern Maryland Higher Education Center, 44219 Airport Road, California, MD.  
The Harrisburg University unusual full day live class format combined with a hybrid distance online format will be offered in the Fall of 2010. The first M.S. in Learning Technologies class will start this summer on July 7. The title is “Implementing Web 2.0 in the Classroom” and runs July 7, 8, and 9 and also meets August 3, 4, and 5, and October 23, all live classes are from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.

Courses planned for the Fall of 2010 include: LTMS 500 Macro Instructional Design, Tuesday nights for the M.S. in Learning Technology and for the M.S. in Systems Engineering and Management: ISEM 500 Strategic Information Systems Engineering and Management, and ISEM 530 Analysis and Design of Modern Information Systems, both with live and online components. The purpose of the 36 credit Master of Science in Information Systems Engineering and Management is to bring into existence a new class of professionals with the capability to support the shift in business throughout Maryland and globally from custom information technology toward integrated, components-based information systems. The Information Systems Engineering and Management (ISEM) degree is a unique interdisciplinary program that combines systems thinking, management expertise, and engineering. A digital enterprise is defined as an “organization where nearly all significant business processes and relationships with customers, suppliers, and employees are digitally enabled and key corporate assets are managed through digital means.” The ISEM program is designed for managers and information technology professionals who recognize the personal and professional value of an advanced degree. And it prepares students for positions such as systems engineer, architect and integrator, business systems analyst, management analyst, software engineer, IS manager, and security planner and manager. 
The 36 semester hour M.S. degree in Learning Technologies (LTMS) includes cross-disciplinary opportunities, while at the same time providing learning industry specific concentrations that map to job outcomes and industry certifications. The degree introduces the student to leading edge approaches and skills in integrating existing and emerging learning technologies into a variety of learning environments. 
The Learning Technologies program provides students with the knowledge and skills to: improve learning outcomes by integrating technology into learning environments; research and test learning technologies to determine appropriate solutions for the learning environment; analyze learning goals to determine the appropriate blend of delivery methods; design and develop technology-supported learning solutions; and to manage the implementation of learning technologies throughout the organization or school.  
The program will help educators to redefine the learning experience. The program introduces new opportunities to enhance the delivery of teaching, training, collaboration and assessment. Students will learn new technologies designed to improve student achievement, actively engage learners, manage and distribute training opportunities, facilitate collaboration and generate innovative solutions. Today, learning technologies have expanded beyond the use of a learning management system and web-based learning to encompass a range of technologies and opportunities. 
The SMHEC campus is located ½ mile off Route 235 in the Wildewood Technology and Professional Park, California, five miles north of the Naval Air Station Patuxent River, 22 miles south of Prince Frederick, and 35 miles south of Waldorf.
