The College of Notre Dame of Maryland offers a Master of Arts in Management with a  number of concentrations, for instance, Project Management.  The Master of Arts in Management degree offers a focused approach to excellence in the management of organizational resources and human capital. The program is designed for professional women and men in many different fields who anticipate or currently assume administrative leadership responsibilities in their organizations. Another distinctive feature of this program is its multidisciplinary foundation in business and the liberal arts. The required curriculum includes courses in business communications, management ethics, economics, leadership and development, technology, and various other facets of business administration. The degree is offered through face-to-face courses at SMHEC as well as online courses, and each semester varies.  Students complete a set of nine core courses then four additional courses for the concentration for a minimum of 39 credits.  The program is designed to accept students with all different educational backgrounds and experiences, so an undergraduate degree in business or management is not necessary to gain admission.
The College of Notre Dame of Maryland also offers a Master of Arts in Contemporary Communication, a 33-credit mostly online, broad-based program for students seeking graduate education across a spectrum of communication approaches. The goal of the program is to integrate liberal arts and skills with skills like critical thinking, as well as using courses across the spectrum.  The Contemporary Communication program includes a multidisciplinary approach to help you update and refine your professional communication skills for today's global challenges.  The program includes an introduction to communication using writing, art, philosophy, and technology.  You may use electives to explore such diverse topics as media communications, ethical issues, managerial writing, Internet technology, and graphic design. A focus in strategic communication prepares students for careers as effective, strategically oriented communications executives who have the necessary analytic and practical tools. The program provides students with a set of essential management communication skills enhanced by knowledge of new communication technologies. Individuals in all types of careers can benefit from this degree including law enforcement, public or communication relations, advertising/graphics and educators.
